In this economic climate, such pronouncements would normally be viewed with a measure of suspicion.  But here we’re talking about an investment in God’s Kingdom, where short term returns might be small but the long term (eternal) dividends are immeasurable in human terms.

Anyhow, now for some details.  Phil and Jenny Malone have identified three projects to support of their ministry to the Central Thai in Samut Prakan.

1.  Purchase of a small dwelling in their local slum at PakNam:  $3,500 - $4,000

This is presently the home of their friend Jemuay, one of only a few believers in that slum community.  Jemuay’s son is planning to buy a home elsewhere.  This provides an opportunity for Phil and Jenny to establish a permanent presence within the slum community – a place for worship and English teaching.
2.  Foundation Start-up:  $11,000

Phil and Jenny have been praying about establishing a Foundation to help the urban poor of Samut Prakan.  Some of the specific needs they have identified include micro-enterprise loans to empower poor people to run their own businesses; community based health care development; children’s education and addiction recovery programs.
3.  Donation towards purchase of land and building for a small church in a slum in Samrong South:  $20,000

This will support the ministry of Charlie, a blind Thai Christian, who minsters to his local slum community of around 10,000 people from his one room home.  There is a vacant block of land and dilapidated building next to his home that has potential for the construction of a small church.
If for any reason a project does not proceed, donations will be returned.
